I echo the general advice from the society Seneschal/society exchequer from recent years to continue purchasing what's needed to further the hobby/maintain our equipment and ability to both engage in our various activities and attract newcomers, and not be in too much of a savings mindset, we have healthy balances.

Xero rollout has somewhat stalled, while Xero is technically available to all branches, events have transpired which have kept me from onboarding more groups (personal time based), if there is someone who is happy to head the Xero rollout as a deputy until we transition in the next Treasurer and next New Zealand Exchequer, it is an excellent opportunity for someone with an accounting mindset and the ability to train a few other users on starting procedures to make a positive impact for the society, if you're interested, please contact me about starting this process.
